Ideological Motive Coding Framework (IMCF) for Law and National Security: A Civilizational
and Constitutional Protocol for India

1. POLICY GENESIS

On June 23, 2025 (Monday), a shocking case surfaced from Delhi’s Jyoti Nagar, where a
19-year-old Hindu girl, also named Neha, was brutally pushed off a five-storey terrace by a
burqa-clad stalker. The accused, also named Taufiq, had reportedly harassed her, disguised
himself to approach her unnoticed, and ultimately murdered her in front of her father.

Public outrage followed immediately. Markets shut in protest, and law enforcement responded
with a formal murder FIR under the Bharatiya Nyaya Sanhita. The accused was later arrested in
Uttar Pradesh. According to initial reports, the victim had repeatedly rejected the accused’s
romantic and coercive overtures, and the incident was preceded by explicit threats to her life.
These are not isolated incidents. They are doctrinally patterned, emotionally weaponized, and
ideologically motivated assaults on Hindu women. Such violence reflects an ideological
landscape in which romantic grooming, religious deception, and misogynistic conquest are not
aberrations, they are coordinated extensions of theological hate and supremacist narrative.

NDYV, committed to Bharat’s civilizational continuity and legal sovereignty, presents this policy
memo to institutionalize the Ideological Motive Coding Framework (IMCF), a
constitutionally grounded, legally operational, and academically defensible model to detect,
track, and penalize crimes enabled by theological supremacism.
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This initiative is built upon:
a) Provisions and reforms under Bharatiya Nyaya Sanhita (BNS) 2023
b) Judicial interpretations from key cases: Stanislaus, Hadiya, Lata Singh, Shreya Singhal
c) RAND Corporation’s global counter-terror doctrine (MG602: Voices of Jihad)
d) Indian institutional data (NCW, NCRB, State CID units)

We are no longer dealing with isolated incidents. We are confronting a doctrinally driven,
asymmetrical campaign cloaked in emotional manipulation. What appears as private deceit often
harbors public ideology. What is dismissed as love often conceals a plan of conquest. It is the
recurring outcome of doctrinal impunity and institutional blindness.

2. WHY IDEOLOGICAL MOTIVE MUST BE IDENTIFIED

Indian jurisprudence interrogates criminal intent, mens rea, but fails to attribute motive when it
stems from religious supremacism. Doctrinal hate hides behind piety. The State’s failure to
codify motive leaves ideology invisible.

The RAND Corporation’s Voices of Jihad confirms that:
a) Deception (fagiyya) is a doctrinally permitted weapon

b) The use of emotional proximity, e.g., romantic pursuit, is explicitly justified as religiously
beneficial if it leads to conversion

c) Female targets from "infidel/" communities are often dehumanized and instrumentalized
as tools of dawa (religious propagation)

When rhetoric like “hamare ladke unki ladkiyon ko sudhaar rahe hain,” “unko ghar mein le
aakar Allah ka rasta dikhaenge,” or even colloquial slang like “paraya dhan hai, le aao isse
apne raste pe,” becomes normalized, it is not merely hateful, it is indoctrinatory. It signals how
interpersonal relationships are reprogrammed into tools of conquest.
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The use of faith to legitimate fraud, such as assuming Hindu-sounding names, wearing Hindu
symbols, and targeting specific demographics like SC/ST women, is neither random nor
romantic. It is organized psychological warfare backed by doctrine.

Such a motive must be codified, flagged, and prosecuted, not abstractly, but operationally.

3. STRUCTURE OF THE IMCF
The Ideological Motive Coding Framework shall be implemented through a structured matrix:

A. TAGGING INDICATORS (introduced at FIR or pre-charge sheet stage):

a) Use of false identity or name-change apps with intent to deceive based on religious
instruction

b) Recovery of digital sermons or religious pamphlets preaching supremacy or conversion
tactics

c) Targeting patterns involving caste, geography (border districts, SC/ST clusters), or
religion

d) Grooming language in chats: “paraya dhan,” “tumhare mata-pita jahannum mein
Jjaayenge,” “nikah kar ke sab kuch halal ho jayega” etc.

B. CLASSIFICATION CODES:
a) CIVH - Civilizational Hostility
b) RECON — Religious Conversion Objective
c) SUPREMACY - Theological Supremacist Narrative
d) DIDA — Doctrinal Indoctrination & Deceptive Approach

C. MOTIVE ASSESSMENT GRID:

Any case scoring 3 or more indicators must be triaged as Ideologically Influenced Crime (II1C)
and uploaded to the NCRB and shared with State Intelligence Cells. Recidivist suspects must be
flagged at the national level.

This transforms ideological motive from abstract theory to codified threat intelligence.
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4. LEGAL FOUNDATION UNDER BNS 2023
The Bharatiya Nyaya Sanhita, 2023, offers robust avenues to prosecute ideologically influenced
crimes, provided motive is made visible:
a) Section 69: Deception as a tool for sexual abuse and trust violation
b) Section 73: Recognizes ideological group activity under organized crime
c) Section 111: Criminalizes propagation of enmity, including in sermons, private chats, and
religious WhatsApp groups

The Constitution empowers such enforcement:
a) Article 25: Guarantees freedom of conscience, not deception
b) Article 21: Demands dignity for victims
c) Article 15(3): Allows special protection for women, SC/STs, and vulnerable sections

The IMCF does not encroach on religious liberty; it codifies the boundary between belief and
weaponized deception.

5. RAND-BASED FRAMEWORK JUSTIFICATION
RAND MG602: JVoices of Jihad documents how radical ideologues craft personal affection into
political weapons. Their strategy is not random:

a) Recruit men to win “emotional wars” by converting girls

b) Use reward theology ( “sawab milega ) for intimate deceit

c) Exploit digital tools: name spoofing, symbol mimicry, chatroom indoctrination

RAND identifies the architecture of such tactics across the Muslim Brotherhood,
Jamaat-e-Islami, and Deobandi fringes. Many of these doctrines enter India via unmonitored

preachers, YouTube channels, or Pakistani-funded websites.

For India, IMCF is not a theory, it is a map.
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6. IMPLEMENTATION MECHANISMS
A. Crime and Ideology Monitoring Cell (CIMC)
a) To be instituted in every district under the Crime Branch framework
b) Maintain structured records of IMCF-tagged FIRs with mandatory cross-reference to
BNS sections 69, 73, and 111
c) Submit quarterly analytics to State Home Departments for threat mapping and pattern
escalation

B. Judicial Training and Interpretation Units
a) Dedicated modules on "Ideological Motive Attribution” to be introduced in Judicial
Academies
b) Bar Councils and Prosecutors’ Offices to receive circulars for handling IICs with
doctrinal sensitivity and evidentiary nuance

C. Legal Knowledge and Documentation Division
a) NDV to maintain a National IIC Index internally without claiming or projecting
institutional collaboration
b) Prepare periodic whitepapers and state-wise trend bulletins on IMCF-based law
enforcement efficacy

D. Administrative Mandates to States
a) All State Home Departments must issue detailed Standing Orders integrating IMCF with
their respective Police Acts under “threat to public order” and “community-targeted
deception” classifications
b) Orders to include mandatory reporting protocol to State Intelligence Units and NCRB

This implementation armature ensures that IMCF is not merely a suggestive policy but an

enforceable protocol embedded across jurisdictions. A map for India to track, trace, and
neutralize ideologically driven crimes before they metastasize into civilizational fractures.
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7. CIVILIZATIONAL POLICY OUTCOMES

a) Makes motive a measurable factor, transforming judicial assumptions into doctrinally
attributable data

b) Builds a permanent database of ideological recidivists-enabling anticipatory policing, not
just reactive prosecution

c) Establishes predictive policing models for districts and clusters, based on ideology-linked
targeting patterns

d) Reinforces India's constitutional claim to doctrinal neutrality by prioritizing the rights of
victims over the protection of theological opacity

This is not about religion. It is about ideology hiding behind it.
8. MODEL AMENDMENTS

Suggested BNS Insert:
“Section 1114 — Religious Motive Attribution in Deceptive Crimes:
Where any offence under this Code is committed through inducement, coercion, or
misrepresentation anchored in religious or doctrinal justification, the court shall record such
motive and consider it an aggravating factor in conviction and sentencing.”

MHA Template Advisory:

“All police stations shall implement IMCF tagging where crime involves false identity,
conversion linkage, or doctrinal coercion. Such cases shall be coded and submitted quarterly to
NCRB and State CID.”

9. NOT JUST LAW, CIVILIZATIONAL DEFENSE
India must stop pretending that ideology is silent. It speaks in sermons, chats, apps, and murders.

Neha was not the first to fall. But she must be the last to be forgotten.

Justice must stop being neutral to asymmetry.
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10. DISTRIBUTION PROTOCOL

This memorandum shall be formally submitted to the Ministry of Home Affairs (Policy
Division), the Law Commission of India, and senior members of the Bar practicing before
constitutional courts, including those engaged in civil liberties and criminal jurisprudence. The
